Joseph T. Norton Scholarship 

Description of the Award

Willis College of Business & Technology was established in 1896 and is currently a leading e-business and Internet training institute. Joseph Norton is the Grand Chief of the Mohawk Community of Kahnawake just south of Montreal, Quebec.  For more then 20 years, Chief Norton has exhibited the highest standards of dedication, loyalty, and perseverance in leading his community.  He has been involved in education for many years and cares greatly about the future of our youth.  

Chief Norton continues to represent First Nations and their issues throughout the world.  He serves on several Boards of Directors.  His exemplary leadership has resulted in the Mohawks’ achievement of significant cultural and economic presence within the Aboriginal community, and commands respect in Canada as a whole.  Through his strong leadership skills, he is truly setting the standards for the next generation.

Chief Norton serves as an excellent role model to our Canadian youth.  He had a dream…a vision as a young man; he worked hard, never giving up, confronting some very complicated issues and through his determination, overcame many challenges along the way.  

Chief Norton has achieved many of his personal and professional goals and his focus now is to motivate and inspire our youth from coast to coast.  He travels to communities to meet with Aboriginal youth to open the lines of communication, to share his vision, his passion, his philosophies, to help them believe in themselves and to reach for their dreams…their goals as he did.

Any Aboriginal student in Canada who wishes to apply may do so directly to the college by July 1st. The selection will be made by The Joseph T. Norton Scholarship Board of Trustees and will entitle the candidate to attend the program of his/her choice at Willis College.

Selection Process

Basis of Selection
The Selection Committee is looking for candidates with proven intellectual and academic ability, integrity of character, interest and respect for fellow human beings, ability to lead, appreciation for technology and initiative to use their talents to the fullest.

Method of Selection

A Selection Committee consisting of representatives of the Joseph T. Norton Scholarship Board of Trustees will choose the successful candidate.  The decision of the Selection Committee is final.

(ii) Provide a transcript of marks from the academic institution from the  year of attendance.

The successful candidate will be presented the award and a commemorative certificate at the Joseph T. Norton Scholarship Award Annual General Assembly, which is held each July at Willis College.
